The weather was absolutely perfect. The 
temperature was in the mid twenties, the skies 
were blue and, most importantly, no wind, 
which is amazing given the weather we’ve had 
this spring.   

 
We had 9 registered pilots including our 
regular visitor from New York State, Paul 
Smith, who drove 6 hours to come to this 
event.  In addition, there were at least 
another half-dozen spectators. 

 
A few of the interesting airplanes included 
Dave Hughes’ scratch built Leoning biplane 
and Manfred Kahle’s Great Planes Seawind.  
The Seawind seemed to be a handful to get up 
onto the step and into the air, but once it was 
flying is was a nice flyer.

What’s next? 
 
STORAGE

It’s thin and yellow, but it’s serviceable.  We have been advised that it will thicken up as the 
weather gets cooler. To help it along, I plan to purchase some top soil to fill a few low spots 
and some grass seed to overseed at least the centre of the runway.  J&K Seeding has 
promised to give us some fertilizer. 
 
TREES 
Everyone would like to see the tall trees at the east end of the runway disappear.  However, 
as those trees were not included in the understanding on what would be removed, I feel that it 
would not be wise at this time to either cut them down or raise the issue again.  I will pursue 
the matter as soon as it is deemed appropriate. 
 
Several members have expressed a desire to clean up some of the brush on the north side of 
the runway and east of the pits. If we remove the rocks and do some rough leveling we may 
be able to borrow a bush hog to keep these areas neat. 
 
GARBAGE 
There is no garbage collection at the field.  Please take home whatever you bring. 
 
OTHER 
I will try to adjust the gate so it will be easier to close.  I also plan to adjust the deck on the 
lawn tractor so we will have more flexibility on cutting height for the runway and sevice areas. 
 
WORK PARTIES 
These are fun.  If you have not attended a "party", I encourage you to do so.  You will meet 
other members on a new "sweat equity " level and share the satisfaction which comes from 
seeing the field develop.  A special thanks to all those who brought Drummond Field from a 
tree farm in early May, to a respectable flying facility for our 50th anniversary.
